It is a quiet traditional Thai Liu town and fishing village dominated by the beauty of the Mekong river valley, the rural asp ect of the
countryside and the mountains surrounding it. The locals may not speak much English but they are very friendly and helpful. T here
are plenty of relaxing leisurely things to do and also many things of historical and cultural interest to investigate around the area. In
town there are lots of little cafes, coffee shops and small places selling locally made art, craft, textiles, Jewelry and sho es. Plenty of
budget friendly accommodation available and now a couple of fairly up -market places to stay.
WAT PHRA KAEW ( @ x XK H Xj®4a vérgancient temple built in AD 698 and now 1312 years old. Phrakru Suphattharakittyaporn is the
current Abbot of this temple and the Lord Abbot of Wiang Sub -district. The temple is located on the shores of the Mekong river a nd has a
long and eventful history. The front entrance to the temple is off the main street in approx the centre of town and you are w elcome to wan-
der around and take photo's. Walk right to the back of the temple land towards the river and you will find there are spectacu lar views up,
down and across the river to Laos PDR. When visiting please remember to wear modest clothes, walk quietly around the grounds and show
appropriate respect for the monks. Take off your shoes when entering the temple itself. If you wish to make merit and have a  blessing just
ask one of the junior monks. You will be given a plaited bracelet which

HMONG VILLAGE i T H h MK it Tk $HR)VFhe(eTre ignyHmong villages around Chiangkhong. Most of them can be reached by bicycle, motor bike, or
private vehicle. Hmong Hlltribe people are generally strong, hardworking, fun loving, and family orientated. There are always plenty of babies and children.
Many of the womenfolk do the most beautiful sewing and embroidery. The men as well as being farmers, laborers' and builders a re talented silversmiths, de-
signing and making unique jewellrey. Hmong people live simple lives in the hills and mountains away from the main Thai/Chines e communities most foreigners
pass through. They have their own culture and traditions, music, art, cuisine, textiles and national dress.

MORNING MARKET ( x rp TPK€b it T FhiX markitisitdne of the "highlights” of our week here in Chiangkhong. It is an extensive market with lots to see.
It starts early and finishes about 1pm so you need to be up and out and about to see everything there is to see. The marketi s not a tourist trap it is for the
local people and they come from miles around by the truck loads. Don't miss this opportunity to wander and jostle amongst the crowds. You will find things
you wont see anywhere else because of out proximity to Indo -China, Burma and mainland China. Grab yourself a few bargains and erjoy the colorful scene.
One size fits all cotton pants and trousers are a great buy, but there are shoes, bags, shirts, blouses, cosmetics, girlie things and big boys things it is a treasure
trove "be there or be square”. CYCLING AROUND THE CITY ( k ©3 k 1 x~ w HTlk vy K ‘€W @hijangkhang is a tadlititimal-Thai Liu town, nestled along
the banks of the Mekong river. The main street is approx. 2k long so a very easy comfortable ride. However there are many lan es and side streets to ride
down and explore. This way you will experience the real Thailand and see how ordinary Thai villagers live their lives. Get of the main roads and ride off into
the countryside absorbing the peace and quiet of the often "long and winding roads" ahead of you. For a really exhilarating ¢ hallenge ride up into the moun-
tains through hilltribe villages away from the busy town centre. Many guesthouses have bicycles for rent. There are places to rent mountain bikes. Please con-
tact reception at your hotel or guesthouse for more information.

HOW TO GET TO LUANG PRABANG (X k €3 4 /1 He €H 4 y::r H H XK) Thisyis pneyaf th&"gréaKrites journeys” of the world. The Mae Nam Khong is as
important to the Thai's as the ganges river is to Indians. It is our "Mother river". Take a memorable trip down river on one  of our famous "slow boats" on a 2
day adventure. Cross the river at our Buk port here in Chiangkhong, on a small river ferry and enter Laos at Huai Sai. It is then a 6 hour trip to Pak Beng for an
overnight stop at a comfortable guest house then on day 2 continue on to Luangprabang. If you are short of time and don't min d some high speed excitement
the fast boat takes only 7 hours to Luangprabang. Whichever way you go you will need 2 photo's your passport and $30.00US. If you want to make your own
arrangements leave yourself enough time to get it organized. Your hotel of guesthouse can arrange your Laos visa, the boat tr ip and

accommodation. Once again you must leave time for them to do it. Ask at your hotel or guesthouse and then relax and enjoy you r

time in Chiangkhong. Immigration opens at 8.30am and closes at 5pm, If you decide to take a public boat buy water, snacks and a

cushion. The private boats have good seating and you can buy snacks and food on board. They often take less time to complete the

journey as they don't stop at all the little villages along the way and are often less crowded. The choice is yours - happy travelling.
